1. Islamic / Hijri Year :

The Islamic year is known as Hijjri year. It began
with the Hijjrah of the Prophet 58 from Makkah to
Madinah in the year 622 C.E. The twelve-month year
/s based on a purely lunar cycle of 354 days. Over the e
course of years all Islamic events may occur in spring,
summer, autumn or winter.

2. Importance of Islamic Calendar : =

Many commandments of [slam are based on
islamic calendar like starting and ending of Ramadan,
celebrating Eid ul Fitr and Eid ul Adha, performing
Hajj and calculating Zakat etc.

4. The month of Dhul Hijjah :

Dhul Hifjah is the last month of the Islamic calendar: Literally, it means (the month of) "Haj.’
The great annual worship of "Hajj" is performed in this month. The first ten days of this month
are very sacred. Eid ul Adha is celebrated on the 10% of this month and Sacrifice /s offered.

5. First ten days of Dhul Hijjah :

“It is recommended that after sighting the moon of Dhul Hjjjah, one should not cut or
trim his/her hair and nails until one has offered the sacrifice.” (Muslim).

The Prophet 5% said, “No good deeds done on other days are superior to those done on
these.” (Bukhari)

The Prophet 5% said, "One fast during these days is equal to the fasting of one complete
year, and the worship of one night during this period is equal to the worship in the
"Laylatul-Qadr” (Tirmidhi).

The Prophet 5% said, “The fast of 9th compensates the sins of the preceding year and
the coming year.” (Muslirm)

“Beginning from the Fajr of the 9th Dhul Hijjjah up to the Asr prayer of the 13th, it is
recommended to recite the Takbir of Tashrig after every fard prayer.” (Tabrani)
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6. Eid Ul Adha :

It is the festival of sacrifice which marks the end of the Hajj. It is celebrated

on 10th of Dhul Hijjah by all Muslims, not just those who are on the pilgrimage.
The festival reminds of the Prophet lbrahim 3£2's willingness to sacrifice his son when
Allah %% ordered him to do so.

Prophet ¥2 sald, Allah & has appointed two better days for you in the year- the
days of Eid-ul-Fitr and Eid-ul-Adha.” (Bukhari)

7. Etiquettes of the Eid Day :

to wake up early in the morning

to clean one’s teeth

to take a bath

to put on one’s best available clothes

to use perfume

not to eat before the Eid prayer

to recite the Takbir of Tashriq in a loud voice while going to the Eid prayer
to perform Eid Prayer in congregation

to offer sacrifice after Eid Prayer (those who can afford) and

to share the Eid celebrations with the poor.
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8. Sacrifice (Qurbani) :

It is an act of worship by scarifying animals, usually goats, sheep, cows and camels,
on the specified days of Dhul Hijjjah for seeking pleasure of Allah 5 . The meat is
distributed among family, friends and the poor. Qurbani reminds us the great sacrifice
offered by Prophet lbrahim 35

Allah 55 said: “Offer prayer for your Lord, and do the sacrifice.” (Surah Al-Kauthar: Ayat 2)

9. History of Qurbani :

Allah %% said: So We gave him (lbrahim $£8) the glad tidings of a tolerant boy. And,
when he (Ismail 3£2)) was old enough to walk with him, he said: “O my son! | have
seen in a dream that | am offering you in sacrifice, so reflect what you think!” He
said: “O my father! Do that which you are commanded, if Allah 5 wills, you shall
find me amongst the patient ones. Then, when they had both submitted themselves
(to the Will of Allah ), and he had laid him prostrate on his forehead: and We
called out to him “O lbrahim 368 ! You have fulfilled the dream” Verily! Thus do We
reward the good-doers. Verily, that indeed was a manifest trial and We saved him

with a great sacrifice. (Surah Saffaat: Ayaat 101-107)
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10. Importance of Qurbani :

The companionss asked the Prophet 5% “What is Qurbani?” He said, “This is the sunnah
of your father Prophet lbrahim 38\, " The companions# said, “What will we get in this?”
He said, “A virtue for every hair (of an animal).” (lbn e Majah)

“There is no dearer deed of children of Prophet Adam 2 in the days of Qurbani than
flowing the blood (of an animal).” (Tirmidhi)

“Those who cannot afford to offer animal sacrifice will get the reward of sacrifice by not
cutting or trimming their hair and nails from the sighting of the moon of Dhul Hjjjah till
the Day of the Eid.” (Abu Dawood)

Going to Mina :  8th Dhul Hjjjah (Yourn ut Tarwiya)

1. Wearing Ihram (dress of pilgrims).
2. Making intention for Haj.
3. Staying in Mina.

Going to Arafat :  9th Dhul Hjjjah (Yourn ul Arafat)

1. Leaving from Mina for Arafat in the morning.
2. Staying in Arafat until sunset (Waqur).
3. Glorify Allah &% , repenting and making supplications to
Allah ¥
Going to Muzdalifah

1. Lleaving for Muzdalifah soon after sunset.
2. Performing Maghrib and Isha prayers combined.
3. Staying overnight and performing Fajr prayer in Muzdalifah.

Returning to Mina :  10th Dhul Hjjjah (Yourn un Nahar)

Shortly before sunrise, leaving Muzdalifah for Mina.
Stonning Jamaraat Al- Kubra (largest pillar stoned in Mina).
Slaughtering the animal.

Shaving head or trimming hair.

Taking off lhram garments.

Going to Makkah for Tawaf.

Making Sa'ee between Safa and Marwah.

Return to Mina : 17th to 13th Dhul Hijjjah (Ayyam ut Tashreeq)

1. Spending the Tashreeq days in Mina.
2. Stoning all 3 Jamaraat (As-Sughra, Al-Wusta and Al-Kubra).
3. One may leave on the 12th after stoning the 3 Jamaraat if he/she wishes.
